In 2007 the State of New Mexico enacted the "New Mexico Renewable Energy
Transmission Authority Act". This farsighted piece of legislation put New Mexico
ahead of many other states in recognizing the future importance of renewable energy &
a strategic component of our National energy supply. It understood that although New
Mexico had worldclass renewable resources, they were in essence land locked by the
lack of high capacity transmission routes to viable markets.

| have been honored to act as the Chairman of the Board for the past eight years. Duri
that time RETA has made incredible strides to promote, develop and finance
transmission lines for renewable generation. It has played an important role in the
development of renewables throughout New Mexico. One example of RETA's success
is the issuance of $50 million in Bonds for the High Lonesome Mesa Project. This one
Project brought $12.3 million in lease agreements over a 20 year period to landowners
and $9.7 million to the Estancia School District and Torrance County. RETA was also
successful in bringing in the World's largest financial institution, Goldman Sachs who
spent over $5 million in NM on the development of the Central NM Collector System
Project (now the Western Spirit Clean Line Project).

While RETA has been a clear asset to the State, | realize that self sufficiency has alway
been an expectation for RETA to achieve. Unfortunately billion dollar infrastructure
projects are painfully slow to devel op
we are ceasing operations after nearly a decade of work.

Although | do not agree with the decision to not fund RETA, | want to thank you for the
years of support. | hope that New Mexico will realize its renewable energy potential for
future generations.

County and Estancia Schools and $12.3 million to local landowners.

Commissioned Los Alamos National Labs to complete an independent statewide 20 year
transmission plan for the State. RETA currently has over 35% of this 20 year plan under
agreement.
